NEWS LETTER

September 4, 2004, was the first and the busiest day of the 1st World University Woodball Championship. It passed with the following activities:

1. CISCA Meeting:

CISCA, short for International Control, Supervision and Arbitration Committee, FISU, is a policy- making organization of FISU for world university sport championship. The meeting, held at 10:30 at 11th floor of Leofoo Hotel, was personally chaired by H.E. Dr. George E. Killian, President of FISU. Also present at the meeting were Dr. Cheng-hsing Huang, Chairman of FISU Technical Commission for Woodball, Dr. Patanachart Kridiborworn, Technical Commission, Dr. (Ms) Verena Burk, Delegate of the FISU International Control Commission, Dr. Filippo Rettagliata, Delegate of FISU International Medical Commission, Mr. Kole Gieloshaj, FISU Director Education, Culture and Protocol, Dr. Chun-ching Huang, the Delegate of the Chinese Taipei Woodball Association, Mr. Ching-yu Tseng, Technical Representative of the Organizing Committee and Col. Yao Yuan-chao, the Representative of the Organizing Committee.

The meeting first heard the report by Col. Yao on the particulars for attention of the General and Technical Regulations on Participation in the 1st World University Woodball Championship, discussed and decided on the 3 candidates, nominated from among the participating delegations by Dr. Cheng-hsing Huang, as technical experts of the Technical Commission for the championship, they are, Mr. Kun-Wah Chow, from Hong Kong, Mr. Mike Li from the USA and Dr. Chung Tong-Gu from Korea, and passed the procedures for the opening ceremony. Finally, in order to prevent the championship from being affected by a strong typhoon, which according to Weather Bureau's forecast, will be attacking Taiwan, in one or two days, the meeting decided to adopt option 2 as proposed by Dr. Chun-ching Huang regardless of whether typhoon will directly be hitting Taiwan or changing its course. By "option 2" is meant the deduction of the game time from 3 days to 2 days.

2. General Technical Meeting:

Similarly chaired by H.E. Dr. George E. Killian, the General Technical Meeting was held at 13:30, September 4, 2004, at which besides attendance of every team's leader, coach and one athlete, Dr. Tien-rein Lee, President of Chinese Taipei University Sports Federation, Prof. Tai-cheng Chen, Dr. Cheng-hsing Huang, etc. were present. Dr. Lee expressed his warm greetings to all participants to the championship. He added that despite the fact that woodball has been in existing only for a couple of years, it has spread fast. The championship, the first of its kind ever held in its birthplace, Taipei, may serve as a testimony of its swift development.

The meeting also heard a report by Col. Yao on the account of organization of the 1st World University Woodball Championship, describing in details how the championship was organized structurally, administratively, financially etc.  Proceeding to the session of questions and answers, Mr. Shiang-ming Wei, secretary general of the organizing committee, and Dr. Chun-ching Huang, referee in chief, answered and solved questions raised by the participants regarding administrative and technical problems.

3. Opening ceremony:

The opening ceremony was held at Holiday Inn, about 15 minutes drive from athletes village, Leofoo Hotel. Presided over by Dr. Tien-rein Lee, Chairman of the organizing committee, the ceremony started at 18:00, September 2004. The participating delegations proceeded with their country or regional name plaques and flags ahead, into the hall in the order of Croatia, Hong Kong of China, India, Japan, Korea, Macao of China, Mongolia, New Zealand, Thailand, United States of America and Chinese Taipei. H.E. Dr. George E. Killian, in his capacity as the delegate of FISU addressed and proclaimed the championship open.

The most spectacular of the ceremony was the cultural programs of drumbeat, aborigines dance and Chinese Kuoshu (kung-fu) performed by students of Shih Chien University, National Taipei College of Nursing, and Chinese Culture University respectively, all of which were greeted with high acclamation.
