NEWS LETTER

The 1st World University Woodball Championship, which involved 21 teams of both men and women from 11 countries, namely, USA, Japan, Korea, Thailand, India, Hong Kong of China, Macau of China, Mongolia, New Zealand, Croatia and the host Chinese Taipei, started with its preliminary round Sunday (September 5) in the woodball course of National Taipei College of Nursing.

Through 2 rounds of the preliminary, both group of men and women, women individual and mix double of Chinese Taipei all snatched first in ranking. They would play the third round of the preliminary on the morning and the final on the afternoon next day (September 6).

The 2 rounds of preliminary were played on both the morning and afternoon of September 5. In the group event of men and women, the 3 top teams were in order men and women of Chinese Taipei, Korea and Hong Kong of China. Particularly worth mentioning was the Chinese Taipei women team, the only team who hit only 4 strokes into the gate. Regarding men teams, the men team of Chinese Taipei ranked first with 400 strokes, followed by Korea 434 strokes and Hong Kong of China 465 strokes. USA with 481 strokes and Japan with 514 ranked No.4 and No.5 respectively. Chinese Taipei women team snatched No.1 with 418 strokes, followed by Korea 509 strokes, Hong Kong of China 548 strokes, and Japan 583 strokes.

In the respect of men individual, Eugene Jiang (USA) ranked first with 96 strokes, followed by Huang Shih-feng (Chinese Taipei) 98 and Tsai Meng-hung (Chinese Taipei) 100 strokes.

Concerning women individual, the 6 women of Chinese Taipei took over all the 6 places, namely, in order Wu Hui-chun, Huang Hsin-yi, Tseng Hui-ling, Ni Yu-san, Lin Yu-wen and Wang Wei-ting.

Regarding mix double, both the first and second places went to Chinese Taipei with 101 and 109 strokes respectively, followed by 2 Korea pairs, No. 3 with 116 and No. 4 with 120 strokes.
